Training Opportunities 
 

 There are some significant opportunities for ministry training that are just around the corner – and I thought you 

might want to know about them. In addition, there are some calendar changes! 

 First up is our Disaster Response training to be a part of the Texas Baptist Response team. That training will be on 

July 10th at A & A Welding just off Acton Highway (just beyond the Association building) – before the street turns to go 

toward the Catholic Church, there is a gravel road down to A & A. The address is 333 Liberty Road and you can see “A & 

A” on the wall of the large building. Our training will begin at 8:30 AM (come a little early for registration) and continue 

well into the afternoon. From 8:30 to noon, we will do a “Yellow Cap” training – required to be on-site at any disaster 
response operation, regardless of your purpose for being there. Lunch will be provided and after lunch, we will break out the 

chain-saws and protective gear and people who wish to be on the response team will be “certified” by the director of TBM 

chain-saw teams to deploy in that role with our trailer. Some of you may have the “Yellow Cap” ID badge from an earlier 

training – I encourage you to come to this, anyway – it will update the expiration date of your ID. Please call the office (817-

579-5111) and put your name on the list if you wish to attend – and wear work clothes – we will be working!! 

 Later this month we will have our summer Executive Board meeting on July 19th – a change from what is in the 

calendar! The Board will meet at Spring Creek BBQ at 11:30 AM for a brief meeting and then fellowship together over 

lunch! If you are on the Board, please don’t miss this meeting. If you’re not on the Board, but are interested in what goes on 

in the Association, you are welcome as well!!! 

 And an advanced “heads-up” about another change: our annual Sunday School/Discipleship training event has been 

moved FROM August 16th TO September 11th – please note that is a Saturday and this training for SS and Discipleship 
leaders will go from 8:00 AM to Noon and breakfast will be provided. That meeting will be at First Baptist in Granbury. 

 And finally, we are putting a “Hands On Ministry” class together. This class is for anyone who would like to work 

in the jail ministry or in any ministry in a hospital or nursing home. Exact date is not yet set, so if you are interested, call the 

office and put your vote in for the “when.” The “where” will probably be at Gateway Community Church on Temple Hall 

Highway. This is a two-part class – the first part is general volunteer chaplaincy and is 30 class hours (and will probably be 

taught over 8 or 10 weeks); the second part is a specialized track about jail ministry or “health care” ministry and is 12 hours 

long. The class costs $99.00, but the Association intends to “scholarship” about $24 per person for Association folks who 

will be attending. Those who complete the class are given a certificate from the Chaplaincy Relations office of the BGCT 

and that certificate is recognized as sufficient training for most of the nursing homes, the hospital and the Hood County Jail. 

Please call the office if your want more information or wish to sign up! 

 And don’t forget to pray for all the camps and mission trips that are going on all through the summer – hope you 
enjoy your summer and…try to keep cool!!!!

Mission Report from Sao Jose do Rio Preto, Brazil 
 

 Several members of our Association churches were 
part of this mission trip from June 10-21. The coordinator, 
Laura Meloti, works for International Commission and was 
born in Brazil. Here is her report: The local Baptist churches 
in the area of Sao Jose do Rio Preto have been praying for fam-
ily and friends so that doors would be opened for the USA 
Team to share the Gospel. As James 4:7 states, when we sub-
mit ourselves to God and resist the devil, he will flee from us. 
Through the power of the Holy Spirit, the Team demonstrated 
the character, love, care, wisdom, and power of Jesus Christ to 
all who came in contact with them!  There were 13 local 
churches that joined with our team members and visited 
schools, hospitals and in homes. The Holy Spirit made each 
appointment and guided each group. There were 1,294 men, 
women, young people and children who indicated to receive 
Jesus Christ as their Lord and Savior.
